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U DV is the leading cause of injury to women
1 in every 4 U.S. women will experience DV
(National Coalition Against Domestic Violence)

U In 2005, 1181 women (3 per day) were murdered by an intimate
partner. Of all women murdered, 1/3 were killed by an IP

(Bureau of Justice)

The Centers for Disease Control estimates that the cost of domestic
violence in 2003 was more than $8.3 billion. This cost includes
medical care, mental health services, and lost productivity.

Women experience 4.8 million IPV-related physical assaults and rapes
annually (National Center for Injury Prevention and Control)

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U Nearly 1 in 4 Latinas will experience IPV in their lifetime
(Tjaden & Thoennes, 2000)

U Immigrant women (including Latinas) who were married
were more likely to experience IPV than unmarried women

(Dutton, Orloff, & Haas, 2000)

U 48% of Latinas saw an increase in IPV since coming to the
U.S (National Latino Alliance for the Elimination of Domestic

Violence)

U USC Study
- 70% of Hispanic women in SC reported experiencing DV

- 43% w/ multiple episodes/ past year (USC 2005)
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A 3.3T 10 milhion children withess some form of DV
each year (Strauss, 1992)

A 30 to 60% of men who abuse their wives also
physically abuse their children (NCADV)

A 80-90% of children living in homes where there is
DV are aware of the DV (Pagelow, 1990)

Family Structure

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U Refers to a man s responsibility to provide for,
protect, and defend his family (Morales,
1996).

- Negative connotations
Authoritarian rule of the house

Hitting your wife and children is right as
the man of the house

U Challenges help-seeking in victimized family
U May make it difficult for males to talk about

feelings such as sadness or fear d
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U Characterized by a desire to try to attain ideal
Image of ideal woman using the Virgin Mary
as a role model.

- Women are expected to be spiritually
strong, morally superior, and self-
sacrificing (Lopez-Baez, 1999).

Emphasis on tolerating distress.

U May foster tolerance of abuse

U Stems from a collectivist worldview implying a willingness
to sacrifice the needs of the individual for the welfare of
the family or group (Perilla, Lavizzo, & Ibanez, 2007)

U Exhibited in a shared sense of responsibility among family
members and close friends to care for children, provide
financial and emotional support and participate in group
decision-making

U The family structure can either support or entrap; keep it
In the family

U Emphasis on keeping the family together; may be less
likely to report.
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U Respeto implies setting clear boundaries in human
relationships and is central in socialization (Santiago-
Rivera et al, 2002).

U Often characterized in Latino families as respecting your
parents and being compliant.

U Can serve as a challenge to implementing safety plan.

- A safety plan involves a child intervening (e.g., calling
911) against the wishes of a caregiver (e.g., a drunk
abusive father)

U Also a barrier to reporting.
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U Some spiritual/religious belief systems strongly dissuade
couples from separating.

U In DV relationships, can dissuade victim from leaving,
reporting, seeking assistance, etc. out of fear of disrupting
the sanctity of marriage (Perilla, 2009)

U Sometimes individuals believe that things happen for a
reason and/or that these things are part of God® plan
(fatalismo). rhere is a reason why God brought us
together.o

U Some also see such situations as a punishment for
previous wrongdoings.
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U The tendency to adapt to the cultural norms of new home
culture T the critical element is how.

U Can also be bi-cultural.

High in traditional values and high in American values.
U Acculturative Gaps

U Different family members may acculturate at different rates
Can cause different views of what
are acceptable practices.
~ Victims and children may no longer
tolerate interpersonal violence.
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U For immigrant families, parents may have limited English
proficiency

Highly acculturated children may prefer English
May have uneven development of language across domains

May have better recall of events in language in which events
were encoded.

Can affect the power differential in families and lead to
additional stress increasing risk for IPV

Can make providing treatment challenging when working with
multiple family members.
